Jack Stafford will play over 200 shows this year, including every 
country in Europe. Plus a 16-week, 75 date tour of the US and 
Canada. He gave up his apartment in September last year and is 
now permanently on tour.

“I lived in Amsterdam for the last 8 years ,” explained Stafford. “And 
still have a shop there that sells the zip-suits that I used to designe 
But I was happiest when on tour so now that’s all I do.”

When asked how long he intends to keep touring for he says “as long 
as I’m still enjoying it. It is a wonderful life, meeting so many char-
acters and seeing so many places. Travelling gives me wings and 
ideas and there is nothing else like it.” 

Stafford is a solo act in every sense, booking all the shows himself, as 
well as releasing one song a month even while touring. The embodie-
ment of the new music business, where touring and building a fan 
base is the only way to go.
